Application Instructions

Read these instructions carefully – failure to comply with any of these instructions will disqualify your application.
Introduction

The AAUW Educational Foundation provides funds to advance education, research, and self-development for women and to foster equity and positive societal change. The Foundation is one of the world’s largest sources of funding for educational programs that directly benefit women and girls.  Every year, the Foundation awards fellowships and grants to nearly 300 women in the United States and around the world.

In principle and practice, the AAUW Educational Foundation values and seeks diversity. There shall be no barriers to full participation in this organization on the basis of gender, race, creed, age, sexual orientation, national origin, disability, or class.

Program Purpose

The International Fellowship program has been in existence since 1917. The program provides support for one year of graduate or postgraduate study to women who are not U.S. citizens or permanent residents. (Women holding dual citizenship in the U.S. and another country are not eligible.) Applicants must have earned the equivalent of a U.S. bachelor’s degree prior to September 1, 2004, and preference is given to women who show prior commitment to the advancement of women and girls through civic, community, or professional work. Fifty-seven fellowships are available for study in the United States. Six of the 57 awards are avail-able to women who are members of the International Federation of University Woman (IFUW; see enclosed list) to study or research in any country other than their own (not necessarily in the United States).

Successful fellowship applicants will be invited to apply for a Home Country Project Grant ($5,000–$7,000) to support a community-based project to be implemented in the fellow’s home country upon her return. Information on applying for the Home Country Project Grant will be provided to fellows early in the fellowship year.

International Fellowships are not renewable. They also are not retroactive; that is, they cannot be used to repay loans. Unsuccessful applicants may reapply.

Award Information
Three award levels are available based upon the applicant’s degree program.

· Master’s/Professional fellowships carry a stipend of $18,000 for the fellowship year.

· Doctoral fellowships carry a stipend of $20,000 for the fellowship year.

· Post-doctoral fellowships carry a stipend of $30,000 for the fellowship year.

Eligibility 

Please note: The following are not eligible to apply for Foundation awards:

· Previous International Fellowship recipients
· Members of AAUW
· AAUW Educational Foundation, Legal Advocacy Fund, and Association boards, committees, panels, task forces, staff, members, and current interns

To be eligible for an International Fellowship, applicants must have the following:

· Citizenship in a country other than the United States (dual citizenship is not allowed) or possession of a nonimmigrant visa if residing in the United States 

· Academic degree equivalent to a bachelor’s degree from a U.S. college or university completed by the time of application or no later than September 1, 2004

· Intention to devote herself full-time to the proposed academic plan during the fellowship year

· Intention to return to home country to pursue a professional career

· Master’s and Doctoral applicants must have applied by December 2004 to an accredited institution of study for the period of the fellowship year and must indicate the name of the institution in the International Fellowship application

· Postdoctoral applicants must indicate where they will conduct their research.

· Proficiency in English. Unless the applicant can verify that her native language is English or that she received her undergraduate degree from or will have completed one semester of full-time study in her discipline at a college or  university in the United States by September 1, 2004 (transcript required by January 10, 2005 for validation), she must submit a recent score (no older than October 2002) on the International TOEFL* (Test of English as a Foreign Language). 

Minimum score acceptable: 550 for paper-based tests; 213 for computer-based tests. Test scores must reach the Foundation no later than April 1, 2005.

*TOEFL is given at designated test centers throughout the world.  AAUW International Fellowship applicants should take the test as early as possible. The code for the AAUW Educational Foundation is 9231. This code must be written on the test registration form so that the scores will be reported directly to the AAUW Educational Foundation. Code 9231 should also be entered on the score report request form for tests previously taken. Please be advised that the TOEFL is currently changing to a computer-based test and will be administered on computer in most countries. If you plan to take the TOEFL, please check test administration locations, dates and format immediately. Distance learning – Master’s/Professional and Doctoral fellowships support traditional classroom-based courses of study at colleges or universities.  This fellowship program does not provide funding for distance learning programs or for degrees heavily dependent on distance learning components.  Final decisions about what constitutes distance learning under these fellowships will be made by the Foundation.
Criteria for Selection

Applications are reviewed by a panel of scholars appointed by the Foundation Board of Directors. Final award selections are made by the Board. In selecting fellowship recipients, all of the following will be considered:

To ensure a fair and objective review process, it is the policy of the Foundation not to comment on the deliberations of its awards panels. Thus, the Foundation is unable to provide written or oral evaluations of applications after the Board has acted. All applications and supporting papers become the property of the AAUW Educational Foundation and, as such, cannot be returned.

Regulations

The Foundation regards the acceptance of a fellowship as a contract requiring fulfillment of the following terms:

· An International Fellow is expected to pursue her project full time during the fellowship year (July 1, 2005–June 30, 2006).

· The International Fellowship dollar amount must be larger than any other fellowship or grant received during the fellowship year and must be acknowledged as the major award; acceptance of concurrent funds of a lesser amount than the Foundation award is permitted but requires prior  written approval of the Foundation.

· Any changes in plans for the fellowship year must have the prior written approval of the Foundation. The Foundation must be notified promptly of any change in the status of an application resulting from acceptance of another award.

· Fellows may work up to 10 hours a week, or teach one course, with written permission from the Foundation.

· Stipend checks are made payable to fellows only, not to institutions.

· International Fellowships fund living and educational expenses for a period of twelve months while a fellow pursues full-time study or training. They do not fund the following:

· Indirect costs

· Research assistants, equipment, and similar costs

· Publication costs

· Travel to attend professional meetings, conferences, or seminars

· Repayment of loans or other personal obligations (fellowships are not retroactive)

· Grants-in-aid for less than a full academic year or travel grants

· Travel to or from the fellow’s home country

· With some exceptions based on relevant tax treaties, the fellowship stipend is subject to 14% tax. The Foundation will withhold these funds for payment to the U.S. IRS.
Application Preparation

Applications must be postmarked by December 1, 2004. Applications postmarked after this date will not be considered.* Applications will not be accepted via fax or e-mail.

*Applications received after January 10, 2005, will not be considered, regardless of postmark date.
The following items are needed for a complete application and should be submitted in a single packet. Support papers should not be sent separately. If any item is missing, the application will be considered incomplete and will not be presented to the International Fellowships panel.

1.
Application Form completed and signed (original and one copy).  Applicant should retain a copy for her records. Answers must be confined to the space provided on the application form.  Do not attach additional pages unless otherwise directed.

Research Program/Thesis Proposal (question #26):  If the applicant is proposing a research program or thesis, she must attach her proposal, no more than 2 pages including attachments, and labeled “Proposal.”  If a proposal has not yet been submitted to her institution, she should attach a “Tentative Proposal” describing what she anticipates her proposal will be and when it will be submitted to her institution.

2.
Official Transcripts from the college or university where highest degree (not a certificate) was obtained and from the college or university in which the applicant is currently enrolled. All transcripts, whether original documents or photocopies, must bear an original of either the institutional stamp or official signature. A photocopy of the institutional stamp or official signature is not acceptable and will disqualify the application.
· Official transcripts must be sent to the Foundation with the application forms.  Transcripts of work in progress may be sent separately but must be received by January 10, 2005. If Fall 2004 semester grades will not be available by January 10, a list of courses taken that semester must be provided by the institution’s Office of the Registrar.  Transcripts must include a list of courses taken and grades received.

· Downloaded transcripts (printed from a website) will not be accepted, regardless of what website they come from.

· If the college or university does not provide a transcript or a list of courses taken and grades received, an official letter attesting to this must be provided by the institution.

· A certified English translation is required for all transcripts provided in a foreign language. Translations must bear an original (not photocopied) mark of certification or official signature that the translation is true and complete.

· Do not send copies of additional certificates or other documents the applicant may have received during her education. Send official transcripts from only the college or university where the highest degree (not a certificate) was obtained and from the institution in which the applicant is currently enrolled.

3.
Official report of English language proficiency test scores (TOEFL) or request for exemption based on criteria provided under Eligibility section. Transcripts must be received by January 10, 2005 for validation of study in the U.S.

4.
Three letters of recommendation from professors and professional colleagues with cover forms provided with the application. Preference will be given to applicants who provide current references from professors or professional colleagues in their home countries. These completed reference forms must be returned to the applicant in sealed envelopes and sent to the Foundation with the application. Letters of recommendation must be in English or translated into English (certified by a notary public).

5.
Letter of Admission, including English translation, from the proposed institution for study or research. If an applicant has not been accepted at the time of application, she must list the name of at least one institution to which she has applied. If a fellowship is awarded, official confirmation from the institution will be required before the first stipend check will be paid.

6.
Office Record Form (one copy only). Use the enclosed List of Academic Fields to select the appropriate field of study; write the major field of study and subfield codes on the office record card.

7.
Filing Fee. $30 U.S. (nonrefundable) check, money order, or dollar draft drawn from a United States bank made payable to AAUW Educational Foundation. Do not send cash. To ensure proper credit, your name must appear somewhere on the check, money order, or dollar draft.


Applicants not residing in the United States at the time of the application may request a waiver of the filing fee if they are unable to obtain U.S. dollars or if it is a hardship for them to pay the fee. Requests for waivers must be submitted in letter form with the application. The letter must explain why the fee is unobtainable and be signed by the applicant. Fellowship awardees who have requested this waiver will have $30 deducted from their fellowship stipend.  Fee waiver requests received from applicants already residing in the United States will not be accepted.

8.
Acknowledgment Postcard will acknowledge receipt of the application by the Foundation. Enclose a self-addressed postcard that reads “The AAUW Educational Foundation has received your application.” Do not affix foreign postage.

9.
Checklist (one copy; applicant should retain a copy for her records.)

Keep these instructions. If the applicant is awarded a fellowship, they will become part of the fellowship contract.
